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Concealed action – convenient and secure

Office furniture should not just be designed, but impress by its function, too. In filing cabinets, pedestals and flexible modular office systems, the central locking system is the central part for the convenient use and the security of the office furniture. Now since the Lehmann „SVS“ central locking module can be installed in the rear section of the pedestal or filing cabinet the design of the drawer benefits.


Previously, the „SVS“ central locking module was installed at the front inside the office furniture for a centralized locking of drawers, filing systems and pedestals drawers, similar to cars locking systems. The furniture design had to take a secondary role to this function, however. This is because the locking pins were always visible when a drawer was open.

With the modified „SVS“ module, the function remains the same, but the overall appearance is improved. With the revised version, the central locking module can be installed in the rear section of the pedestal or furniture. The locking pins are mounted on the rear panels of the drawers. A precise locking function is guaranteed by a side mounted push rod connected to the “SVS” central locking bar at the rear inside the cabinet. As the locking pins are not visible when the drawers are open, the appearance of the drawers remains „clean“ and designed.

The Anti-Tilt system effectively prevents that more than one drawer being pulled out at the same time. This ensures – depending on the height and loading – that drawer units and lateral file cabinets are protected against tipping.
